The delegations of the Member States of the European Union declare
that the Member States of the European Union will apply the Instruments
adopted by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Bucharest, 2022) in
accordance with their obligations under the Treaty on the European
Union and the Treaty on functioning of the European Union.

Delegacie Clenskych statov Eurdpskej unie vyhlasuju, ze ¢lenské Staty

The delegations of the mentioned countries thank the Secretary General
for his oral update on the implementation of the 2022 ITU Council
Resolution 1408 on "Assistance and support to Ukraine for rebuilding
their telecommunication sector". We look forward to the release of the
first written report assessing the impact of the war in Ukraine in the field
of telecommunications, and providing proposals for effective assistance,
at the earliest opportunity and in any event no later than the end of 2022.

The very first line of the ITU's Constitution recognizes the importance of
telecommunications for peace, and in order to foster the economic and
social development of all Member States. The support for Ukraine
provided by the ITU and its Member States is uniquely valuable for the

rebuilding of Ukraine's telecommunication sector. We are proud that our
Union has stepped up to support a Member State in urgent need.

We welcome the establishment of a special Task Force at the level of the
General Secretariat, and of a Special Fund in Trust, in order to provide
assistance and support to rebuild Ukraine's telecommunication
infrastructure and to provide the necessary support and technical
capacity building. We are grateful to ITU Member States for the
contributions they have made to support these efforts, including the
projects and pledges announced on the occasion of the ITU
Partner2Connect High-Level Digital Development Dialogues held at the
World Telecommunication Development Conference in Kigali in June
2022.

We call on Member States and the Union not to lose this momentum, but
to continue to provide assistance and financial contributions to Ukraine
for rebuilding its telecommunication sector and to support the use of
telecommunications/ICTs for recovery and sustainable development. In
addition, we call on the ITU to ensure adequate financial and human
resources mobilization within its budget in order to support this effort, in
line with Council Resolution 1408.

As an important member of the UN family, the ITU cannot ignore the fact
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that it is Russia which is responsible for the war in Ukraine. As
recognized by the United Nations General Assembly Resolution
(A/RES/ES-11/1<https://digitallibrary.un.org/record/3965290?n=es>)
of 2 March 2022 on Aggression Against Ukraine, Russia's unprovoked
and unjust invasion of Ukraine violates international law, including the
UN Charter, and shows flagrant disregard for human suffering.

Since Russia's full-scale invasion on 24 February, 2022, Ukraine has
suffered attacks on critical telecommunication infrastructure, failure of
telecoms services and outages of the mobile networks. Russia's actions
have had a devastating impact over the operation of telecommunication
facilities and services in Ukraine and on the exercise of Ukraine's
sovereign right to regulate telecommunications within its internationally
recognized territory. These unjustified actions stand in clear
contradiction to the ITU's mission to promote digital connectivity for
sustainable development worldwide and fails to respect the fundamental
principles enshrined in the ITU Constitution. Russia has lost its status as
a credible partner for ITU activities and cannot claim to promote its
values.

We firmly reject and unequivocally condemn the illegal attempted
annexation by Russia of Ukraine's Donetsk, Luhansk, Zaporizhzhia and
Kherson regions. These actions, based on sham "referenda" carried out
by the Russian-installed officials in temporarily seized Ukrainian
territories, are a further blatant violation of Ukraine's independence,
sovereignty and territorial integrity, and of international law. The results
of these illegal "votes" are null and void and these areas will never be
recognized by the international community as anything but a part of
Ukraine's sovereign territory. We call on the ITU to refrain from any
actions or publications that might be interpreted as recognizing or
endorsing any alteration of the internationally recognized borders of
Ukraine, and to support Ukraine in exercising its sovereign right to
regulate telecommunication within those borders.

The supporters of this declaration stand firmly and unwaveringly in
solidarity with Ukraine. We strongly condemn the Russian Federation's
violation of the sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine, and
deplore the suffering and loss of life that it has caused. We reiterate the
call of the UN General Assembly Resolution of 2 March and urge Russia
to immediately cease its use of force against Ukraine and to immediately,
completely and unconditionally withdraw all of its military

forces from the territory of Ukraine within its internationally recognized
borders. And in doing so we urge Russia to respect, in full, the
obligations which arise from ITU membership.

Delegécie uvedenych krajin d’akuji generdlnemu tajomnikovi za Gstnu
informéciu o implementécii rezolucie Rady ITU ¢&. 1408 z roku 2022 o
,»pomoci a podpore Ukrajine pri prestavbe ich telekomunikacného
sektora®. TeSime sa na zverejnenie prvej pisomnej hodnotiacej spravy o
vplyve vojny na Ukrajine v oblasti telekomunikacii, poskytujicej navrhy
na ucinnl pomoc ¢o najskor a v kazdom pripade najneskor do konca
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roku 2022.

Uz prvy riadok Ustavy ITU uznava dblezitost telekomunikacii pre mier,
s cielom podporit’ hospodarsky a socidlny rozvoj vSetkych ¢lenskych
Statov. Podpora pre Ukrajinu, ktort poskytuje ITU a jej ¢lenské staty, je
pre obnovu ukrajinského telekomunika¢ného sektora pre Ukrajinu
mimoriadne cenna. Sme hrdi na to, e nasa Unia pristupila k podpore
¢lenského statu, ktory to naliehavo potrebuje.

Vitame zriadenie osobitnej pracovnej skupiny na urovni generalneho
sekretariatu a osobitného zvereneckého fondu s cielom poskytovat’
pomoc a podporu pri prestavbe ukrajinskej telekomunikacnej
infraStruktiry a poskytovat’ potrebnu podporu a budovanie technickych
kapacit. Sme vd’a¢ni ¢lenskym Statom ITU za prispevky, ktoré poskytli
na podporu tohto Usilia, vratane projektov a prislubov ozndmenych pri
prilezitosti dial6gov o digitdlnom rozvoji na vysokej trovni ITU
Partner2Connect, ktoré sa konali na Svetovej telekomunikacnej
rozvojovej konferencii v Kigali v jini 2022.

Vyzyvame ¢lenské staty a Uniu, aby nestratili tato dynamiku, ale aby
Ukrajine nad’alej poskytovali pomoc a finan¢né prispevky na obnovu jej
telekomunikac¢ného sektora a aby podporovali vyuzivanie
telekomunikacii/IKT na obnovu a trvalo udrzatel'ny rozvoj. Okrem toho
vyzyvame ITU, aby zabezpecila primeranti mobilizéciu finanénych a
Pudskych zdrojov v rdmei svojho rozpoctu s cielom podporit’ toto usilie
v stlade s rezolticiou Rady 1408.

Ako doélezity ¢len rodiny OSN nemdze ITU ignorovat’ skuto€nost’, Ze za
vojnu na Ukrajine je zodpovedné Rusko. Ako to uznava rezolucia
Valného zhromaZdenia Organizacie Spojenych narodov (A/RES/ES-
11/1<https://digitallibrary.un.org/record/3965290?In=es>) z 2. marca
2022 o agresii proti Ukrajine, nevyprovokovana a nespravodliva invazia
Ruska na Ukrajine porusuje medzinarodné pravo vratane Charty OSN a
predstavuje flagrantni neuctu k l'udskému utrpeniu.

Od rozsiahlej ruskej invazie 24. februara 2022 utrpela Ukrajina utoky na
kriticka telekomunikaénu infrastruktiru, zlyhanie telekomunikaénych
sluzieb a vypadky mobilnych sieti. Kroky Ruska mali ni¢ivy dopad na
prevadzku telekomunikacnych zariadeni a sluZieb na Ukrajine a na
vykonévanie suverénneho prava Ukrajiny regulovat’ telekomunikacie na
svojom medzinarodne uznanom tzemi. Tieto neopodstatnené kroky su v
jasnom rozpore s poslanim ITU podporovat’ digitdlnu konektivitu pre
trvalo udrZateI'ny rozvoj na celom svete a nereSpektuju zakladné principy
zakotvené v Ustave ITU. Rusko stratilo svoj §tatut doveryhodného
partnera pre aktivity ITU a nemoze tvrdit, Ze presadzuje jej hodnoty.

Rozhodne odmietame a jednoznacne odsudzujeme nezakonny pokus
Ruska o anexiu ukrajinskych oblasti Donecko, Luhansko, ZaporoZie a
Cherson. Tieto €iny zalozené na falo$nych ,,referendach®, ktoré vykonali
uradnici dosadeni Ruskom na doc¢asne zabratych ukrajinskych uzemiach,
su d’al§im ocividnym poruSenim nezavislosti, suverenity a izemnej
celistvosti Ukrajiny a medzinarodného prava. Vysledky tychto
nezakonnych ,,hlasovani* st neplatné a medzinarodné spolocenstvo tieto
oblasti nikdy neuznd ako ni€ iné, ako sti¢ast’ suverénneho izemia
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Ukrajiny. Vyzyvame ITU, aby sa zdrzala akychkol'vek akcii alebo
publikacii, ktoré by sa mohli interpretovat’ ako uznanie alebo schvalenie
akejkol'vek zmeny medzindrodne uznanych hranic Ukrajiny, a aby
podporila Ukrajinu pri uplatiiovani jej suverénneho prava regulovat’
telekomunikacie v radmci tychto hranic.

Stipenci tejto deklaracie si pevne a neochvejne solidarni s Ukrajinou.
Dorazne odsudzujeme poruSovanie suverenity a izemnej celistvosti
Ukrajiny Ruskou federaciou a vyjadrujeme polutovanie nad utrpenim a
stratami na zivotoch, ktoré to sposobilo. Opakujeme vyzvu rezoltcie
Valného zhromazdenia OSN z 2. marca a nalichame na Rusko, aby
okamzite prestalo pouzivat’ silu proti Ukrajine a okamzite, uplne a
bezpodmienecne stiahlo vsetky svoje vojenské sily z uizemia Ukrajiny v
ramci jej medzinarodne uznanych hranic. Vyzyvame zaroven Rusko, aby
v plnej miere reSpektovalo zaviazky vyplyvajice z ¢lenstva v ITU.
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The delegations of the above-mentioned States wish to express our
opposition to the reference to digital object architecture in recognizing
e) of Resolution 188, "Combating counterfeit
telecommunication/information and communication technology devices".
Recommendation ITU-T X.1255 is not based on digital object
architecture and we do not support this reference.

Delegacie vyssie uvedenych Statov cheu vyjadrit’ svoj nesthlas s
odkazom na architekturu digitalnych objektov v Casti “uznava”, pismeno
e) rezolucie 188 ,,Boj proti podvrhom a falosnym
telekomunika¢nym/IKT zariadeniam*. Odportacanie ITU-T X.1255 nie je
zalozené na architektare digitalnych objektov a tento odkaz
nepodporujeme.
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The delegations of the above-mentioned States, referring to the
declaration made by by Colombia (No. 19), Mexico (No. 3), or any other
State making a similar declaration, inasmuch as these and any similar
statements refer to the Bogota Declaration of 3 December 1976 by
equatorial countries and to the claims of those countries to exercise
sovereign rights over segments of the geostationary-satellite orbit, or to
any related claims, consider that the claims in question cannot be
recognized by this conference.

The above-mentioned delegations also wish to state that the reference in
Article 44 of the Constitution to the "geographical situation of particular
countries"” does not imply recognition of a claim to any preferential
rights to the geostationary-satellite orbit.

Delegacie vyssSie uvedenych Statov s odkazom na deklaracie vykonané
Kolumbiou (€. 14), Mexikom (€. 3) alebo inym Statom vykonajic
obdobnu deklaraciu, vzhl'adom na to, Ze prehlasenia a iné podobné
prehlasenia odkazuju na Bogotsku deklaraciu rovnikovych krajin z 3.
decembra 1976 a na poziadavky tychto krajin tykajlicich sa uplatiiovania
zvrchovanych prav na Casti geostacionarnej drahy druzic alebo na
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akékol'vek suvisiace poziadavky — sa zhodli, Ze zmienené poziadavky
nemoze tato konferencia uznat’.

Vyssie uvedené delegacie rovnako prehlasuju, ze odkaz v Clanku 44
Ustavy na ,,geograficku situaciu urcitych krajin* neznamena uznanie
naroku na akékol'vek prednostné prava na geostacionarnu drahu druzic.
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The aforementioned delegations, noting Statements 57 and 61, reaffirm
our commitment to working with the international community to close
digital divides, including the gender digital divide. We call upon all
Member States to join us in advancing ITU efforts to connect all the

unconnected, with a critical emphasis on women and girls, youth and
vulnerable groups, indigenous peoples, the elderly, and persons with
disabilities and specific needs.

Vyssie uvedené delegacie, bertic na vedomie deklaracie 57 a 61,
opatovne potvrdzujl svoj zavdzok spolupracovat’ s medzinarodnym
spoloc¢enstvom na odstraneni digitalnych rozdielov, vratane rodovej
digitalnej priepasti. Vyzyvame vSetky clenské Staty ITU, aby sa k ndm
pripojili v napredovani usilia ITU o prepojenie vSetkych neprepojenych,
s kritickym dorazom na Zeny a diev€atd, mladez a zraniteI'né skupiny,
domorodé¢ obyvatel’stvo, starSich I'udi a osoby so zdravotnym
postihnutim a Specifickymi potrebami.
